Revised TRANSCAER® Guidance Manual Includes Security
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After the attacks of 9/11, industry and government have worked to enhance security.  To help with this effort, TRANSCAER has revised its Guidance Manual to include issues and activities pertaining to security.  To do this, a description of how each of the nine steps of TRANSCAER can be used to address hazmat transportation and emergency preparedness issues related to security are outlined.  
Specifically, the manual contains information on how to include security activities in TRANSCAER conversations with local officials regarding developing an emergency plan, conducting a flow study, emergency response training, and conducting drills and exercises.  The Guide provides useful information for all those from the chemical manufacturing and transportation industries, as well as government, to help address security concerns together.

· Committing 1-2 days a month implementing TRANSCAER..
